Through the study of
whole texts, students will develop a true understanding of a writer’s purpose, which will empower them, through tracking
narrative structures, themes and characterisation across the text, to interrogate and analyse writers’ infentions and to evaluate
how successfully they have brought this to life. By engaging students with compelling literary texts, and through developing
powerful knowledge around each core text, students will be inspired to confidently and securely explore the topic area through

Intent
In Year 7, we aim to give students a thorough grounding in the history of English Literature and storytelling; students will begin
their journey through the Literary Canon looking aft, for example, Greek Mythology, and poetry. The powerful knowledge
secured through exploring the history of the written word provides an ambitious and invaluable foundation for their English
education. Alongside the literary texts, the core of the English curriculum is built upon teaching grammar, syntax and rhetorical
devices so that students are empowered to artficulate their ideas with eloquence across a range of writing styles.
